A tough multifaceted crime-fighting plan — entitled Enough Is Enough! A Plan
to Restore Order to the Streets of Milwaukee — was released publicly today by Ald. Bob
Donovan. The report (see attachment), formulated with input from Milwaukee County
Sheriff David Clarke and retired Milwaukee Police Department Capt. Glenn
Frankovis, includes several common sense proposed strategies to empower police and
law enforcement and to get tough on criminals who have taken over many areas of the
city.
